honoured guests, ladies and gentlemen !

I feel pleased and privileged to welcome you all on the occasion of the
31" Convocation of Chhatrapati Shahu ji Maharaj University, Kanpur.

I heartily welcome the President of the Convocation, Hon'ble Sri Ram
Naik, the Governor of Uttar Pradesh and Chancellor of Chhatrapati Shahu ji




Maharaj University, Kanpur. Sir, your graceful presence inspires us and makes
this occasion historic and memorable. We are deeply indebted and grateful to
you, Sir, for your encouragement and support. We hope, Your inspiring
encouragement and- support will enable us to further the vision of academic
excellence and quality teaching as practical and practicable in the University.

We warmly welcome our Chief Guest Padmabhushan Prof.(Dr.) Sarvagya
Singh Katiyar, FN.A. whois an eminent Indian Scientist and a renouned specialist
in Enzymology. With his B.Sc. and M.Sc. from Agra University, he secured his
Ph.D. in Chemical Kinetics in 1962 under the guidance of N.A. Ramaiah. Inhis
Post doctoral research with John W. Porter at the University of Wisconsin
Madison, U.S.A., Prof. S.S. Katiyar determined the kinetic mechanism of the
enzyme fatty acid synthetase complex. Prof. Katiyar was honoured by the
President of India with Padmashree in 2003 and Padmabhushan in 2009. To his
credit Prof. S.S. Katiyar has prestigious awards and medals including Acharya P.
C. Ray Memorial Medal, Professor B. N. Ghosh Memorial Award, Soka
University Award of Highest Honor, New Millennium Plaque of Honour, Vigyan
Gaurav Award, Excellence in Science Gold Medal, Asutosh Mookherjee
Memorial Award, and R. C. Mehrotra Memorial Life Time Achievement Award.
Prof. Katiyar's research on Enzyme and its acrchitechture has helped
significantly 1in understanding the catalytic domain -of Kinases and
Dehydrogenases and thus expended the horizon of using enzymes for catalytic
reactions for industrial purposes and also using enzymes as diagnostic tools. He
contributed extensively to the existing stock of knowledge with his more than
125 scientific papers published in Peer Reviewed Journals. He also guided
several students in their master's and doctoral studies. Prof. Katiyar has graced
the chair off founder Director of Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia National Law
University, Lucknow, Vice-Chancellor of Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj
University, Kanpur and Chandra Shekhar Azad University of Agriculture and
Technology, Kanpur. Prof. Katiyar is an clected Fellow of The World Academy of
Sciences, National Academy of Sciences, India, Indian National Science
Academy and the New York Academy of Sciences. He is also a fellow of
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American Institute of Chemists and the Royal Society of Chemistry, UK. He is a
(ormer president of the Association of Indian Universities and the Indian Science
(‘ongress Association and he has served the Uttar Pradesh State Council for
I[Higher Education as its chairman. He was a member of the Indian National
Science Academy as a member and as an additional member. He is the founder of
Prof. S. S. Katiyar Charitable Society which has instituted Prof. S. S. Katiyar
Endowment Lecture award under the aegis of the Indian Science Congress
Association. Prof. Katiyar stayed as Vice-Chancellor, Chhatrapati Shahu Ji
Maharaj University (formerly Kanpur University), Kanpur from 1994 to 2007
for four terms. I would mention that the University is highly indebted to Prof.
Katiyar for its rich infrastructure and the present administrative and academic
stature.

With the permission of the Hon'ble President of the Convocation, I present
the Annual Report of the University with a brief account of the annual academic
activities and achievements of the University.

Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University (formerly Kanpur University)
was established in 1966 and today I deem it a proud privilege to announce that we
are celebrating the Golden Jubilee year of the University. We have prepared a
wokr plan of the programmes, academic activities and construction of useful,
commemorative infrastructure of the University and are rendering it in to shape
step-by-step. Since its inception as an affiliated University in 1966, the
University has grown and continues to grow with its motto "Aroh Tamso Jyoti"
(Rise from darkness to light). The Residential Wing of teaching in the campus of
the University gained ground in early 1980s with the establishment of three new
faculties, namely, (i) Faculty of Life Sciences, (i1) Faculty of Advanced Studies
in Commerce, Business and Industrial Management and (iii) Faculty of
Advanced Studies in Social Sciences. The University has kept a steady pace of
growth and today the jurisdiction of its affiliation covers the districts of Kanpur
Allahabad, Fatehpur, Sitapur, Hardoi, Etawah, Aurraiya, Kannauj,
Farrukkhabad, Kanpur Dehat, Kaushambi, Rai Bareli, Unnao, Amethi and
Lakhimpur Kheri of the State of Uttar Pradesh. The University controls and



manages a strength of about 12 lakh regular students studying in more than 1250
affiliated degree and post-graduate colleges and also covers about 1.00 lakh
private students. The University imparts teaching of various programmes at
Under graduate and Post graduate levels in Arts, Humanities, Science, Social
Science, Life Science, Bio-science, Biotechnology, Commerce, Law,
Agriculture, Education, Food Technology, Management, Engineering, Library
Science, Information Science, Military Science, Aviation, and Medical Sciences.
I gratefully acknowledge the tireless efforts and invaluable contribution of the
faculty and administrative machinery of the University and its affiliated colleges
in developing the University to its present form and stature.

The Grand Campus and Infrastructure of the University :

The infrastructure of the University is at par with that of many IITs of the
state. The richness of the infrastructure has a sufficient scope of furthering the
academic cause and strengthening the administrative capacity of the University
without much addition to or modification in the existing infrastructure. The
grand campus of the University is set in the lap of the eco-friendly healthy lush
green of nature and its beauty covers 264 acres of land. The University has a
State-of-Art auditorium with a seating capacity of 1100 audience, the
computerised branches of Union Bank of India and Bank of Baroda, Post Office,
Cafeteria, Computer Centre, International Centre, Helipad, Health Centre,
Multipurpose Hall, Stadium and Medicinal Garden. There are 16 Institutes and
Departments of the University, which include the University Institute of
Engineering and Technology, University Institute of Business Management,
University Institute of Paramedical Sciences, University Institute of Pharmacy,
Institute of Bio-Sciences and Biotechnology, Institute of Journalism and Mass
Communication, Department of Life Sciences, Department of Education,
Department of English, Department of Adult and Continuing Education,
Department of Social Work, Department of Library and Information Science,
Computer Centre, and Institute of Hotel and Tourism Management. The
University offers a total number of 55 teaching programmes out of which 51 are
running under the Self-Finance-Scheme and 04 are aided. Our university runs
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job-oriented and inter-disciplinary courses to enable our students to cope-up with
the needs ofthe complex international scenario of today.

Research Activities and Academic Profile of the University :

A university is recognised by the quality and level of its teaching, research
and academic activities. We have enacted the ordinance of reseacrh for the award
of the degree of the Ph.D. according to the guidlines and directions issued by the
University Grants Commission and now in the light of the newly issued guidlines
and instructions the new ordinance of research is under the process of its
enactment. The University admitted the total number of 737 students for the Pre-
Ph.D. course in 2015 out of which 351 students have been registered for research
by the respective R.D.C.s. We have also cleared a backlog of Ph.D. theses
pending consideration and the total number of Ph.D. degrees awarded in different
subject areas in 2015-2016 figures to 101. The University has organized several
seminars and conferences in different departments. Various members of the
different departments of the University have participated in many International
and National Seminars and Conferences. The University faculty have published
books, research papers and articles in International and National peer reviewed
Journals.

I have the privilege to inform you that my University maintains a regular
academic calendar. We have made serious efforts and have taken effective
measures to enhance quality teaching and research and encourage transparency
and accountability in our examination system and process of evaluation of
written answer books. We have designed a unified code of setting question
papers and have implemented it as a successful measure towards minimising the
errors and problems of the examination and evaluation processes. This year we
have taken 58 question papers on multiple choice pattern. The main examination
of the session 2015-16 began from 05.03.2016. We declared the first result of
B.ComIII (R) 2015-16 as early as on 23.04.2016 and all the results of the regular
courses of the University and its affiliated colleges were declared by the
05.07.2016. The Internal Quality Assurance Cell of the University has been
geared up to initiate new measures for the furtherance of quality teaching in the
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University and also in its affiliated colleges.

Innovative Measures Translated into Practice :

An Educational Institution with a universal character can not thrive on its
previous achievements. Of course it can not do away with the local specifications
and obligations in the name of its universality. The quality of its teaching-
learning activities, the level of its research and academic endeavour are
enlivened by the initiatives taken by the Vice-Chancellor with the co-operation of
its academic and administrative setup. As Vice-Chancellor of Chhatrapati Shahu
Ji Maharaj University, Kanpur it has always been my preference to create new
possibilities for innovative development alongwith the execution of the schemes
and projects already under process. Sir, the following are the decisions and
initiatives taken by me for their execution within the preceeding one year :

We are executing the work-plan already prepared for the Golden

We have established an effective system of sanitation and
cleanliness in the University reflecting the Prime Minister's Swachch
Bharat Yojana. A -proper system of garbage disposal in various
departments and various offices of the University has been
established and implemented.

Initiating the long awaited career advancement and promotion of
the teachers of the University, we have completed the process for the
promotion of teachers of the Department of English and the
Department of Life Sciences. We hope to complete the process of the
promotions for the teachers of the remaining departments at the
earliest possible.

An effective system based on e-governance has been implemented
for the quick disposal of the administrative work of the University.

The attendance of students in various classes of the University is
being regularly observed and the students of the campus of the
University and its affiliated colleges are allowed to appear in their

The system of remitting all the payments of the University through
RTGS system has been implemented to make the process of
payments quick and transparent.

The laboratories of the various departments of the University have
been upgraded by Rs.01.83 crore, the amount received under the
Rashtriya Uchch Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA).

The system of WRN (Web Registration Number) has been
implemented for the students seeking admissions in the colleges
affiliated to the University.

A mobile App is provided by the University to display the
examination results to the students at the quickest possible.

The process of affiliating colleges to the University has been
rendered On-line so as to effect transparency and a clean and quick
disposal of work.

As Vice-Chancellor of the University I hold open sessions twice a
year to have a direct interaction with the students of the campus ofthe
University so as to know directory their problems for a quick
disposal.

The University has made a provision of grant for the small research
projects for the teachers of the colleges affiliated to the University.

A Poor Students Fund has been established to help the needy
students of the campus of the University.

An Endowment Fund of Rs.200 crore has been established in the
University.

As an innovative measure we have established an Academic
Resource Centre in the University to cater to the educational needs of
the students of the campus of the University and those of the colleges

all subjects and papers and in future the preparation and the
availability of educational reading materials will be ensured by the
Centre.

The use of 8 set question booklets based on multiple choice question
system is being implemented in the examinations of the University.
As a result, the evaluation process has become quick for the
evaluation of OMR answer sheets with the help of computers.

We have appointed Head Examiners/Scrutinisers in the main
evaluation at the Central Evaluation Centre of the University to
enhance the quality of evaluation and at the same time I make regular
visits and inspections of the Central Evaluation Centre of the
University.

Different college of the University have been clubbed together for
one examination centre of B.B.A., B.C.A., B.Ed, Law, B.P.Ed. and
other professional examinations of the University. This has rendered
the examination process easy and has helped in exercising an
effective control upon the use of unfair means in the examinations.

With the declaration of the results the marks of the candidates are
made available to them On-line.

The system of making the evaluated written answer books available
to the students on-line at their request has been implemented and at
the request of the dissatisfied candidates their answer books are
scrutinised under a clean and transparent scrutiny process.

The system of the challenge evaluation for the written evaluated
answer books of the students not satisfied with the evaluation of their
written answer books has been developed by the University.

The main examinations of the regulars and the private students are
conducted together to make effective administrative control possible
on them. |

My university has a well equiped
computercentre. The Computer Centre is the central hub for ICT related
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services for CSIJM University, Kanpur. With the commissioning of the
University-wide network, via National Knowledge Network (NKN), the
Computer Centre is in a unique position to serve the University and its affiliated
colleges for all its ICT needs.
