With the permission of the Hon'ble President of the Convocation, I present
the Annual Progress Report of the University with a brief account of the annual
academic activities and achievements of the University.
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Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University, first set-up as Kanpur
University, was renamed in the name of Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj, the
harbinger of social revolution in India, as Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj
University in July 1997 and is committed to forwarding his vision of education
for all. As a mark of our gratitude, the park in the University Campus where his
statue stands has been named as Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj Vatika.

Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University, Kanpur has made significant
strides towards quality education and employment generation. The University
has developed by leaps and bounds over the previous year and has become a
university not only in Uttar Pradesh but also in the country to be emulated for
some of its best practices. It is indeed a matter of great pride that recently CSIM
University was ranked 17th on all-India basis and stood first in the Universities of
Uttar Pradesh according to the Indian University Ranking 2018 by uniRank™
among 878 recognized Indian higher-education institutions. The University has a
futuristic approach and believes in fostering innovation for the benefit of the
students and for the economic and social development of the country as a whole.
The University has emerged as a regional hub to cater to the academic
requirements of students in the city and surrounding districts and has helped in
translating the dream of creating a knowledge economy into reality.

Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University, Kanpur has taken-up
multidimensional activities in the previous year in various arenas such as
infrastructure, teaching and learning, academic research, administration and
governance, student services and support systems and extension and sports
activities for holistic development of the students as per the policy of the
Government of India. The University in the previous academic year on one hand
has remained strongly committed towards creating quality teaching processes
through the use of modern tools and technology to meet the broader range of
learner's needs, has ensured fair conduct of examination in affiliated colleges
spread across 11 districts of Uttar Pradesh in 631 examination centres and timely
declaration of results while on the other hand has been devoted to organising
workshops and conferences, placement drives, Inter Collegiate and Inter
University tournaments and youth festival, NCC Airwing, plantation drives and
cleanliness drives under the aeges of NSS wings of the university and health
awareness programmes by the Institute of Health Sciences.

New
collaborations were developed and new opportunities were harnessed to create
innovative systems that could provide best learning experiences to all our
students. The past has been glorious and the future will be driven by the past. A
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journey into the recent past will take us through the academic and co-curricular
life of the University in the previous session.

Infrastructural Development

The rich infrastructure in the University campus has been its strength in
attracting students from different parts of the country. The residential wing
of the campus includes well equipped classrooms with coming up smart
classes, laboratories equipped with the latest and most sophisticated
gadgets to carry out research, digital central library, world-class
auditorium with seating capacity of 1100, guest house at par with
international standards, Stadium and sports facility, computer centre,
multipurpose hall, cafetaria, helipad, Post Office and fully computerised
branches of Union Bank of India and Bank of Baroda and a health centre
with modern medical facilities. All structures are aesthetically designed.

The infrastructural facilities are regularly upgraded and the previous year
saw the addition of a new building UIET- 4, which houses Institute of
Legal Studies. It was inaugurated by Honourable Chancellor and
Governor, Uttar Pradesh, Shri Ram Naik Jion 05-10-2017.

A Legal Aid Clinic in the Institute of Legal Studies was also inaugurated
by Honourable Chancellor and Governor, Uttar Pradesh, Shri Ram Naik Ji
on 05-10-2017.

Many new Projects are underway.Rupees 1 crore were given by the
courtesy of Shri Surendra Bahadur Singh, former MLA and presently
Manager, Kamla Nehru Post Graduate College, Tejgaon, Raebareilly for
the construction of Shrimati Raj Kumari Devi Women Transit Hostel in the
University campus on which the construction has started. We are highly
grateful to the contributors for their noble act.

Computer Lab and Kitchen were inaugurated in the Department of Hotel
Management.

Deendayal Upadhyay Auditorium has been completed and a new flagpost
mounted atop the 166 feet pole has been setup in the premises of
University administrative building. The tallest flag in the city of Kanpur
will instill a sense of patriotism among the new generation.

The newly introduced Bus facility has not only enhanced mobility within
the expanding campus but will also facilitate departments to conveniently
arrange industrial visits for academic growth.

Solar panel is also under process to be set up in the campus.



Academic achievements

For many decades Chatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University, Kanpur has
been spreading the light of education among students to help achieve their
career goals. Established in 1966, it has more than 900 affiliated colleges
spread over 11 districts of Uttar Pradesh and approximately 10 lakh
students on its roll making it the largest university of India with the largest
number of affiliated colleges. As per the recently released report of All
India Survey on Higher Education (AISHE), 2017-18 catering to both
urban and rural students. It offers a wide range of courses both
professional and academic in all disciplines of Arts, Science, Commerce,
Law, Engineering, Pharmacy, Biotechnology, Health Sciences, Computer
Applications, Management and Medicine in the campus and affiliated
colleges and institutions.
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e The time- bound academic calendar for the session 2018-19 in annual and
semester courses is a step towards planned academic development.

e Theannual examinations 2017-18 of the University for regular and private
students enrolled with CSIM University and its affiliated colleges spread
in 14 districts were held between 06/03/2018 and 27/04/2018 and as per
the directions of the state government, the university ensured that the
examination centers were under CCTV and audio surveillance to check
copying.

o CCTV recording submitted by the colleges were evaluated by a CD
Monitoring Committee constituted in the University and after completion
of analysis, examination centers indulged in mass copying were penalised,
examinations were cancelled on the recommendation of UFM and the

examination committees and re-examinations were conducted in such
centers.

e The evaluation of answer books started on 19/03/2018 and the University
declared its first annual result on 14/04/2018.

e Similarly, the University conducted graduation and post graduation even
semester examinations between 23/05/2018 and 13/06/2018 and all
results were timely declared.

e Proper constitution of Board of Studies has been initiated in the University
to speed up the level of academic activity. The Board of Studies in different
departments have taken up the task of revising the syllabi which were not
improvised since many years. The new curriculum has been fully rolled
out for the new session. Some new courses like D. Pharma course,
Diploma in Food Production, PG Diploma in Guidance and Counselling
have been introduced in this session and more new courses are on the anvil
in the next session.




¢ On the recommendations of the Admission Committee, the University for
the first time prepared and uploaded an 'Admission Brochure' for the
convenience of students seeking admission in various academic
programmes of the University and the affiliated colleges.

o The library timings have been extended and the facilities can be availed by
the students between 8.00 A.M. t0 9.00 P.M. and even on Sundays.

o There is a good placement record in the University and efforts are on for
building collaborations with industries for furthering opportunities. The
University, with the purpose of improving employability of students,
provides technical expertise to students for facing interviews through
workshops organised from time to time by its Placement Cell. Placement
drives were initiated in which a number of students got placed and the
major companies that participated are Reliance Nippon Life Insurance,
Epoch Olympiad, Bhatia Hotels Limited, Hotel Landmark Pvt Ltd,
Shriram Life Insurance, Exide Life Insurance, The Bridge Hotels, Evok
India Financial, FGIET Raebareilly, Tata Consultancy Services, Wipro,
Asahi Glass, Concentrics Company, Holiday Planner and many
more.Recently our students of Hotel Management got placement for
industrial training in International group of Hotels like Mariott, Hyatt and
placements in hotel Radison, Greater Noida, ITC, Vapi, Gujarat, Sherton,
Jaipur (all 4/5 star hotel groups).

e Many students of MSW got placed in some of the prominent organizations
such as Centre for New Social and Democratic Initiatives, Smile
Foundation, Uttar Pradesh State AIDS Control Society, R.K.Devi
Memorial Hospital, Rama University CSR Unit, Lemon Mobiles Pvt.
Ltd., Vardhman Industries etc.

e Dr. Sandesh Gupta from Institute of Engineering and Technology, CSIM
University, Kanpur won the prestigious “2018 ICPC Foundation Asia
Distinguished Leadership Award” by ICPC Foundation headquartered at
Baylor University, USA in recognition for his service to academia,
industry and students in computer sciences and engineering through
strengthening the International Collegiate Programming Contest in
Asia.The award was given to him during ACM ICPC World Final

Inaugural Ceremony at Beijing, China on April 15, 2018.

We are also under way in signing a MOU with the Zoological Survey of
India to extend research collaboration and work on “Protozoa” to be taken-
up under the AICUPTEX Programme of ZSI.

MOU of CSIMU with KGMU on Ethical teaching, research and
development is also under process.

Research Promotion

The Research is promoted in the University through PhD Program, by
supporting faculty members for research publications and conferences
and through Minor Projects supported by the University and other
sponsored projects supported by different agencies like DST, UGC,
AICTE, CST, ICSSR etc.

There are currently around 350 students enrolled for PhD programme

under different courses and around 40 students are receiving fellowship
from UGC.

In view of Pt. Deendayal Upadhyaya's long association with Kanpur ,
C.S.J.M University of Kanpur launched "DEENDAYAL SHODH
KENDRA", (Deendayal Research Center) in order to conduct researches
on problems related to inter-disciplinary humanities and social sciences in
general and on socio-economic thought of Pt. Deendayal Upadhyaya in
particular.

The University is committed to support research by providing assistance

to its Faculty members by providing travel support, conference fee
etc. Teachers have published research papers in reputed journals in the area
of Engineering, Management, Science and Humanities.Some teachers
have received best paper award in various national and international
conferences.

The University has started Minor Research Project Scheme for its'
Faculty Members where faculty members can get a support up to Rs.
50,000/- (for maximum one-year duration) from the University.

University has recently initiated a Research on the Ganga River to
evaluate its pollution status at Kannauj, Naramau, Shivrajpur, Bithoor,
(Ganga Bairaj, Parmat, Shuklaganj, Jajmau and Wajidpur in order to check
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Ganga pollution.

Administrative Development

Fully functional committees in the interest of students such as Counselling
Cell for career related and personal counselling and Internal Complaint
Committee as per University Grants Commission (Prevention, prohibition
and redressal of sexual harassment of women employees and students in
higher educational institutions) Regulations, 2015 for quick redressal of
student and staff grievances have been set-up in the University Campus
and affiliated colleges.

Alumni Association has been constituted in the University which will
allow interaction between the new generation of students with the well-
placed alumni who are actively contributing in different fields of
knowledge and a link will be available on the University website for an
online registration of alumni.

A Student Start-up Promotion Policy 2018 was drafted with the consent
from the Executive Council to promote entrepreneurial initiatives by the
students.

The University broadcasts Vidyavani Programme on every Saturday on
Vividh Bharati FM 103.7 MHz to provide access to subject related
knowledge by experts to students in remote areas through mass media.

The Vice Chancellor holds open session with the students twice a year for
better and quick disposal of student-related grievances.

An orientation programme for providing directives and familiarizing near-
by admitted students to the University system was held.

Internal Quality Assessment Cell (IQAC) has been reconstituted as per
new NAAC guidelines to continuously recognize quality benchmarks in
teaching learning systems and create quality culture and excellence in the
university. The University shall strive towards making excellence a habit
in line with Aristotle's words “We are what we repeatedly do. Excellence
then is not an act but a habit™.

Under the SVEEP (Systematic Voters' Education and Electoral
Participation) Programme, a voter registration helpdesk was inaugurated
on 09/01/2018 for spreading voter awareness, promoting voter literacy
and enhancing voter registration.

Under the Unnat Bharat Abhiyan the Social Works Department in the
Campus is actively involved in different social activities in the nearby
villages. The Department has recently adopted 2 villages in Fattepur Gram
Panchayat, Maitha-Block, Kanpur under the Unnat Bharat Abhiyan with
the theme of promoting awareness on entrepreneurship and also extending
health related services.

Digital Initiatives

As a move towards digitalization, the University IQAC is in the process of
introducing online courses MOOC's (Massive Open Online Courses)
through SWAYAM (Study Webs of Active-Learning for Young Aspiring
Minds) platform to provide high quality education to undergraduates and
postgraduates.

Besides this, the University in this session is gearing adequate physical
infrastructure for telecasting of educational programmes through
SWAYAM PRABHA portal. The SWAYAM PRABHA is conceived as a
group of 32 DTH channels devoted to telecasting of high-quality
educational programmes on 24X7 basis using the GSAT-15 satellite.

The University is the pioneer in Uttar Pradesh State to sign the MOU
with NSDL on 27 November 2017 for the creation of National Academic
Depository. Certificate Data of 2017 examinations has been uploaded and
around 3,60,000 e-certificates have been created for the enrolled students.

The University has implemented 100% automated coding and decoding of
answer books and is the first university of UP state to successfully
execute and sustain the system.

The process of digitalisation of exam- related data of students in the
university is underway and all such data till the current year will be
digitalised in the coming year.
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e To provide various online services to its students in affiliated colleges
and University campus, the initiative to generate Web Registration
Number (WRN) by the students at the time of admission will further
help in digitally empowering the University.

* The admissions for the session 2018-19 have been completed and all
students admitted in affiliated colleges and University campus have
compulsorily generated their Web Registration Number (WRN).

e The Central Library has its own computer subnet with most modern Cat-6
network technology. It is connected with the campus LAN using optical
fibre network. The library automation is being done using SOUL
Software. So far it has completed its database of about 60,000 books, 3000
theses, which are available online through its web OPAC. It also has
Online access facility to about 20,000 full text journals and about 5000 full
text books on its University LAN. For the optimum utilization of the
library collections & online resources, periodic user orientation programs
are being organized by the library. The Library of the University is fully
computerized and barcode technology is used for automatic circulation of
books. Library is using OPAC database and around 1,19,665 bibliographic
information is available online.

e The introduction of Real Time Broadcasting system has given opportunity
to enable live broadcasting of various programmes from the University on
important occasions.Recently, the Independence Day Programme on 15"
August was on the web and today's programme is also being broadcasted
live and will be available on the University website.

Conclusion

Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University is striving hard and trotting
steadily for holistic development of the students with well- designed and well-
coordinated system of governance to take the students to the pinnacle of success.
The University strongly believes that the students will contribute towards
creating a strong society and nation through their strong conviction in their inner
goodness. On behalf of the entire University fraternity, I congratulate the
students and their families for achieving their academic goals and excellence
with a sanguine hope that they will march ahead to fulfill their career objectives
and lead a life filled with tremendous happiness.

We are perfectly in tune with the mission set forth by the Government of
India and U.P. Government following Swachch Bharat Mission, Unnat Bharat
Abhiyan, contributing to Ganga Bachao abhiyan and to cultivate holistic
development of the students.
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We march ahead, with new ventures of initiating a new e-magazine of the
University, "e-Mantra", giving a green signal to the on-line "Grievance Portal”
catering to the grievances of students, University departments and affiliating
colleges, the first to be made functional in U.P., which are being inaugurated by
the dignitaries today and we are also working ferverently to create a mobile app
for the digitalization of the examination system.We are initiating skill based
courses and on-line MOOC courses, developing collaboration with industries as
per the Government of India policies from the coming academic session.
