Infrastructural Expansion

different parts of the country. The residential wing of the campus includes aesthetically built
infrastructure composed of well-furnished classrooms, laboratories and facilities 10 enrich the
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experiences of all those who are connected with it.

The University has two smart classrooms in University Institute of Engineering and
Technology and Institute of Biosciences and Biotechnology that have paved the way for
interactive learning experiences.

Laboratories equipped with the latest and most sophisticated gadgets to carry out research
have a vital role in promoting research in the University campus. The newly added Central
Instrumentation facility with modern equipment for scientific research is not only helping
students in the residential wing but is also accessible to students in the affiliated colleges.
Digital Central Library is providing many innovative library services to its users through
mobile application, Website, Social Networking and Browser based OPAC (Online Public
Access Catalogue).

Health centre well equipped with range of modern medical facilities and expertise provides -
people prevention care and diagnoses for various health related problems.

The Language lab facility created in the Department of English aids the learners in
improving their pronunciation and communication skills.

Solar water heating system was installed in Girls' hostel.

Housekeeping lab was inaugurated in Institute of Hotel and Tourism Management (IHTM)
on 24th February 2020 and Food and Beverage lab was inaugurated on 14" July 2020.

The extension of Biotechnology and Pharmacy Departments as per AICTE norms was
completed to include Biotechnology lab inaugurated on 27/11/2020 and common room in
Institute of Pharmacy inaugurated on 09/11/2020.

The infrastructural facilities are regularly upgraded and the previous year saw the addition
of new buildings like Record Room inaugurated on 15" January 2021, Girls Common
Room inaugurated on15" December, 2020 and new Examination hall worth capacity of 500
students at each floor inaugurated on 5" February, 2021.

Foundation stone of new building of Atal Bihari Vajpayee Institute of Legal Studies was
laid by Hon'ble President of India, Shri Ram Nath Kovind Ji on 30" November, 2019 and the
building after completion was inaugurated on 16" February, 2021.

The Yoga Centre and the recently inaugurated Happiness Centre in the Institute of Health
Sciences is one of the unique jewels of the University and first of its kind in any University
in Uttar Pradesh.

Anewly constructed seminar hall was inaugurated in University Institute of Pharmacy for
the students by Prof. D.R. Singh dated 13" March, 2021.

Academic Enrichment

The university is contributing to student education through innovative curriculum design,
development ofnew courses and application of a forward looking and novel teaching methodology.
It is catering to both urban and rural students offering unparallel range of courses both professional
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Computer Applications, Management and Medicine offered in affiliated colleges and institutions.
The University strictly adheres to its academic calendar, declared in the beginning of the session
and uploaded on the University website.

The University has initiated the process of revision of curriculum through Board of Studies
to include the skill component in various courses as prescribed in the National Education
Policy 2020.

Besides traditional professional and academic courses newly introduced courses like
Diploma in Food Production, PG Diploma in Guidance and Counselling, B.Voc. (Interior
Design and Fashion Technology), B.Com. (Hon.), PG Diploma in Guidance and
Counselling, B.Sc. (Yoga), Certificate programmes in Happiness and Garbh Sanskar,
M.Sc. in Data Analytics, PG Diploma in Data Science & Machine Learning will assist in
skill development to the new generation.

Massive Open Online Courses(MOOCS) offered through SWAYAM plat form have been
adopted by many departments to provide high quality education to undergraduates and
postgraduates.

Different departments of the University are working towards regular curriculum revision,
improvement of teaching-learning methods and examination reforms.

The students enrolled in the session 2019-20, except final year, were promoted to the next
higher level in accordance with guidelines from the Government for this pandemic
academic session. Final year exams were conducted successfully in line with COVID
guidelines and results were timely declared. The total number of students registered in
annual system, both regular and private, were 683721 out of which 312815 students
appeared in all theory papers and the rest, who had appeared either in few papers or whose
examinations were not held, were promoted in the next higher class as per COVID
guidelines issued by the State Government from time to time. Similarly, a total of 95381
students were registered in the Semester system out of which examination was conducted
for 41315 students and the rest were promoted as per government directives.

University Entrance Examination 2020 for admission to various courses for the session
2020-2021 was conducted on 14" and 15" September, 2020 in the offline mode.

Academic Development Centre created recently for academic upliftment of students is
engaged in IAS/PCS coaching and remedial classes for SC/ST/OBC/Minorities/EWS.
'Mukhya Mantri Abyudai Yojna' for Civil services, PCS, JEE, NEET, NDA, CDS and
others was launched on 15/02/2021 and is running successfully in the University campus
under the supervision of Commissioner, Kanpur and University authorities. CSIMU is the
centre for IAS/PCS Coaching where more than 80 students are currently attending offline
classes and the number is increasing day by day. '

Many students from various departments like UIET, Music, Pharmacy, Education have
cleared NET(UGC/CSIR)/GPAT/ CTET.

The University continued the transmission of Vidyavani Programme on Vividh Bharati FM
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103.7 MHz to provide access to subject related knowledge by experts to students in remote
areas through mass media.

® Institute of Hotel & Tourism Management and University Institute of Engg. & Tech. in
collaboration with MSME started one-month Entrepreneurship Development Programme
for students on Food Processing & Garment manufacturing from 18" Feb., 2021.

Research and Innovation

Research is an ongoing activity and is promoted through its PhD Program, through Minor Projects
supported by the University. Faculty in Institute of Pharmacy, UIET, BSBT and Department of Life
Science is undertaking other sponsored projects supported by different agencies like DBT, DST,
UGC, AICTE, etc. Some faculty members have received Research grant from agencies like
Ministry of Environment,Forest & Climate Change GOL. Faculty members in Department of Life
Science are in the process of submission of SERB Project. Large number of research papers have
been published in reputed journals with high impact factor by teaching fraternity. Many books have
also been published with renowned publishers such as Springer.

A Student Start-up Promotion Policy 2019 is in place for promoting research and innovation.
ENTREPENEURSHIP & INCUBATION CELL (EIC), at CSIMU was established in 2019 as
student start-up promotion centre to foster student-centric innovative technology build-up and
entrepreneurship.

® FEIC organized an awareness programme on 'Financial Awareness for SMEs' on 22nd
November 2019 to create financial awareness for SMEs. The target participants were
SMEs, Startups, Freelancers, and Wannapreneurs.

@ A two-day Entrepreneurship Boot Camp was organised on 21" and 22" January, 2020 in
collaboration with MSME, Government of India. The participants learnt how technology
can be utilized as a valuable instrument to see their entrepreneurial initiatives to success.
The experts from MSME talked about the various MSME and State Government Schemes
in place that can aid the young entrepreneurs in their endeavours.

® The Cell organized the Smart India Hackathon 2020, where the participating teams
presented their ideas to solve the problem that are prevalent in India.

The University's contribution in the social and community service is well reflected in the activities
like Blood donation, Tree Plantation, Environment Day Rally, AIDS Awareness Day Rally,
National Literacy Day-Poster Competition & Slogan Writing, Ozone day programmes,
Sanitation Campaign, Global handwash day, Cyclothon, and Ganga Yatra and Ganga River
Cleaning campaign by Ganga Conservation Club and NSS units.
o The University ensures its regular participation in Fit India and Swachh Bharat Abhiyan
programs with active participation of students and employees. The campus is polythene-
free and practice of maintaining the campus clean is strictly followed.

- Biogas Plant was inaugurated recently in the University campus displaying its
environmental consciousness.

o Department of Social Work worked with Government Primary School, Kidwai Nagar.
Household survey and counselling of parents and children was carried for increasing the
enrolments of schools, and preventing dropouts. 5 Health Camps with the collaboration of
CUGL Itd. and JL Rohatgi eye hospital were organised by the Department in areas such as
Rama Devi, Geeta Nagar, Chaman Ganj, Jawahar Nagar and Chakeri. Evaluation and
validation of programmes under Samagra Shiksha Abhiyan was done by the Department in
06 districts of Uttar Pradesh (Kanpur Nagar, Kanpur Dehat, Kannauj, Auraiyya, Etawah
and Farrukhabad) on the basis of terms of reference decided by the State Project Office,
Samagra Shiksha, Lucknow.

 Department of Social Work and Lifelong Learning & Extension has adopted five villages
Todarpur, Malikpur, Fattepur, Basausi and Shekhupur in Maitha Block, Kanpur Dehat
where regular health camps and literacy drives were carried out.

o The University has directed all affiliated colleges to adopt atleast one village and carry out
extension activities whereby many such colleges have either adopted or are in the process of
adopting villages. :

« The University has actively participated in spreading awareness on safety measures during
COVID-19. NSS units were on the forefront as a mark of their responsibility towards the
society. Community kitchens were run by students of Department of Social Work durmg the
pandemic in two areas of Kanpur- Barra and Kidwai Nagar.

o CSIM University has also initiated promotion of rural entrepreneurship by integrating rural
women entrepreneurs with the University for better promotion of their products and for
technical advice. Webinar presided by Hon. Chancellor was convened on 29th October,
2020. Samvartika Haat was organised on 9th November, 2020 to provide platform for
exhibiting rural products and their sale. Another such programme presided by Hon.
Govemor and Chancellor of Uttar Pradesh was organised on 15th December, 2020 where
rural women were present to showcase their talent.
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e The University has embarked upon a new initiative on 'Atmanirbhar Kanpur', aimed at
creating new opportunities in terms of employment for people in Kanpur and in its vicinity.
Renowned people from industry and academia are members of this cell. Regular meetings
of the members were organised every month and the process of registration of residents is
ongoing on the website of the University. Such centres are also being established in
affiliated colleges.

Mission Shakti

The Uttar Pradesh government launched "Mission Shakti' programme for the security of women in
the state with the hopes of guaranteeing respect and safety to every woman of UP. In this regard, the
University conducted various awareness programmes on women empowerment, self- defense and
POCSO Act from 17" to 25" October, 2020. On 17* October, 2020, University teachers and
authorities ensured their participation on the occasion of the launch of this programme, whereby
participants were made aware of Child psychology. The programme was inaugurated by Hon'ble
Dy. CM, Uttar Pradesh, Dr. Dinesh Sharma Ji.

On 18" October, 2020, a webinar to create awareness on Women rights, sexual violence, domestic
violence, POCSO Act, Women Helpline, 1090, 108, 102, 112, 181, child marriage, female foeticide
and other issues was organised. Smt. Neelam Chaturvedi from NGO Sakhi was the main speaker.
Self- defense training was given to girls between 19" and 21* October, 2020. On 22™ October
slogan and poster competitions were organised. A webinar on Legal rights of Indian women was
organised on 23" October, 2020 to make women aware of safety related laws. A lecture was
delivered by Dr. Roli Mohan from GSVM Medical College on health and nutrition on 24" October,
2020. Online Quiz on Safety and self-respect was conducted on 25" October, 2020 in which around
150 students participated. Similar programme was conducted from 28th February to 7th March,
2021.

Contribution by NSS and NCC Units

NSS Units in Chhatrapati Shahu Ji Maharaj University are functioning efficiently with the purpose
of 'Education through Service'. NSS volunteers have made valuable contribution throughout the
session and more specifically during the corona pandemic in creating awareness on various social
issues in the society.

» Central Library is providing many innovative library services to its Users through mobile
application, Website, Social Networking and Browser based OPAC (Online Public Access
Catalogue).

 Automatic Entry and Exit module is available to ensure Authorized Entry and track records

of all the Departments and QR code technology is available to access e-books and other

services.

Alumni Integration

Teachers made use of online instructional strategies including faculty conferences,
recorded lectures posted online, live lectures and discussions and online submission of
assignments and other materials for course assessment. All the faculty members uploaded
on learning platform like Google classroom, topic-wise lecture notes / supplementary study
material, PDF class lecture notes, pdf from books, PowerPoint presentations for each unit
of syllabi.

- The important online resource sites such as Swayam, NPTEL, Coursera etc were utilised by
the faculty. University established collaboration with IIT, Kanpur and Spoken Tutorial, IIT,
Mumbai for access to online content. WhatsApp group for different subjects were created
by some teachers to interact with students. FaceTime also made it easier to deal with student
queries. The faculty accessed library resources from home with the help of passwords
provided to faculty members.

. Besides, academic support, the University created isolation centres for doctors in its guest
house. University has invested time and efforts in making learning for students more
enriching and knowledge driven even in these tough times.

. To meet the broader range of community's needs during the aforesaid crisis, the university
invited students to share their innovative Ideas to help fight against Corona Virus. The
Covid 19 innovation contest could actively engage a large group of students who submitted
their ideas to the university, which were related to sanitisation of humans, homes and public
places; supply and distribution of essential items, especially to the elderly living alone; food
for boosting immunity; and personal protection equipment. Sanitisation tunnel made by
students were installed at the University entrance gate and in the Centre for Academics.

In order to gain competitive advantage in the area of higher education, the University will remain
committed towards quality enhancement with clarity and precision. The colleges and university
campus must respond by experimenting with changes to their existing systems to ensure academic
and financial sustainability in the coming times. Offering programs in different formats, promoting
vocational and outcome-based education as outlined in NEP 2020, introducing transparency in
assessment systems, improving student-teacher ratio, effective faculty recharge, providing cost
effective education and improved academia- industry interface are some reforms that the
University is already moving towards.
